1. What is Geocaching?

a.  What is Geocaching? Geocaching is a real-world, outdoor treasure hunting game using GPS-enabled devices
b. How is technology used in this game? A GPS is used to find the cache and give you the exact location and it’s on a website as well. 
c. What does the word Geocaching mean? The word Geocaching refers to GEO for geography, and to CACHING, the process of hiding a cache
d. Compare the term cache in computer terms to the meaning for hikers/campers: they may think that it’s a browser, memory, disk, or processor cache, which is totally different from a geo cache. 
e. What does GPS stand for?  (You will need ask jeeves for this definition). Global Positioning System (GPS)
f. How close can a GPS unit determine your position? The GPS can determine your approximate location. 
g. Describe how a GPS device works: it’s a computer that receives signals from satellites that needs more than 3 satellites to have the exact location 
h. What is trilateration? It’s the process of determining absolute or relative locations of points by measurement of distances using geometry circles, spheres or triangles
i. If a GPS device receives signals from 4 satellites what additional data would be provided? a GPS receiver can get a more accurate fix that includes altitude and the exact time, as well as latitude and longitude.
j. Do GPS devices broadcast your location?  (Can you be tracked using a GPS?) NO 
k. What are some problems which might prevent you from going directly to a cache? Google maps can be slow, you may not find it ?
l. What are three rules for Geocaching?

1. If you take something from the geocache (or "cache"), leave something of equal or greater value.
